The Chicago Blues Brothers Technical Rider
Theatres only

The following technical information forms an integral part of the contract between The Chicago Blues Brothers (and its agents) and the venue.

All the following technical requirements are basic guidelines and as such variations can be made upon advanced permission from the shows Production Manager. 

Get in: 

2pm onwards (TBC) at each venue unless otherwise stated/advised.

Minimum of 2 get-in/out crew are required. We also require the services off a competent lighting technician and stage manager. De-rig/get-out will commence immediately at the end of the performance and takes approx 45mins.

Staging:

No house tabs are required/used for this performance and the safety curtain/iron line is kept clear.

A standard black box format is required minimum 28’ deep 30’ wide
We require three stage risers 
2 No. 8’ * 8’ * 3’

1 No. 8’ * 8’ * 18’’

A quick change area will be required off stage right with hanging rail, full length mirror and a light as well as a small table.
Lighting:

A standard four colour wash (purples, medium reds, medium blue and medium ambers) consisting of back, front and top light is required in addition to nine 1KW profiles in O/W on a bar appx 3’  immediately upstage of the house curtain/setting line. These will each require an iris and will be focused once the stage is set. NB these need to be individual dimmers. Five of these to take size ‘B’ gobos – holders to be supplied by the theatre. A further two 1KW profiles to be located FOH in a central position to take size ‘B’ gobos to be focused on arrival at the theatre.
Positioning for these on the bar will be one dead centre and then 4 * 3’ spacing either side of centre. NB these will be literally vertical focus (mentioned as some profiles will not go vertical according to how they are mounted).
An element of floor lighting will be required if available and can be positioned on the day. 

We also require the use of a haze machine.

A member of the in house LX staff will operate the lighting desk and we would request that your lighting desk is positioned next to the sound desk in the auditorium (please advise if this is not possible).

2 Follow spots with competent operators are required along with “comms” between these and the lighting position. Follow spots to be open white and focused at full body.   

All lighting is in view and masking is only as required by the venue for the bars or the grid.

All lighting should be pre rigged and focused prior to the get-in 
with the exception of the nine profile specials and floor lights which will be focused upon arrival. 
Sound:


The tour carry’s its own sound system and as such is self contained but will require a rear stalls, auditorium mixer position. Please advise immediately if this is not possible. The FOH Console will take up approx 6 seats, plus space behind. 
Where practical the touring system may be patched into the in-house system and the engineer will provide a feed to accommodate this.

PA speakers will be sited left and right in front of/besides the pros arch and will cover a footprint of around 1m square, and 1.5m high
No speakers are flown in this production

The tour currently carries a multicore 75 metres in length, if the route required for the “multi run” is longer please advise the production manager immediately.

Sound checks will commence at approximately 16:30 TBC and should last no more than 1 hour.

Power:

1 x single phase 63A  or 32A is required. 
Miscellaneous:

Three dressing rooms are required C/W full length mirror, washing/shower facilities, for the artist, one of which should be able to accommodate seven.

12 towels to be made available in changing rooms.

Pyrotechnics are not used for this performance. No naked flames or cigarettes are used during the performance.

Running times:

Act 1, 55 mins

Act 2, 60 mins (times are appx).

Merchandise, etc is for sale prior to, during and after the performance and a ‘dressed’ table will be required in the foyer for this. Commission for this will be as agreed with the management.

With the exception of follow spot operators, LX operator and the two get in / get out crew, no additional show crew are required other than those deemed necessary by the venue and inclusive as part of the contract (non chargeable). Any additional costing for staff or equipment other than those agreed in advance and in writing, should be taken up with the Production Manager direct and not the touring company on the day.
Please note, if there are any potential problems do not hesitate to contact me in advance as we would rather sort out anything prior to our arrival.
